e Mid-grey trousers, tailored shorts, skirt or pinafore.

e |n the summer, a blue gingham dress.

e Comfortable black footwear (no large coloured logos or trims)

Skirts and dresses must be of a reasonable length. If pupils wish to use our climbing
and play equipment, we ask that shorts are worn underneath skirts and dresses. In
the interests of health and safety children should not wear sandals or flip flops in
school.

Trainers

Jewellery and body adornment
We do not believe the school is the place for excessive display of adornment. The
following, for example, are not allowed at school:
